
ORDINANCE NO. 04-1

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER XXI ENTITLED “ZONING” OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT, 2000 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Carlstadt that Chapter 21 of the Carlstadt Revised General Code, 2002, entitled "Zoning"  in particular Section 21-18, Nonconforming Uses, be amended and supplemented as follows: 


21-18.1 Pre-Existing Use shall be amended and supplemented with the following:


Any parcel of land with an area or width less than that prescribed for a lot in the zone in which the lot is located may be used as a lot for any purpose permitted in the zone, if:

(1) at the time of and since the adoption of zoning Ordinance No. 99-__ making such lot non conforming the owner of the lot did not own adjoining property; and 

(2) all other regulations prescribed for the zone are or can be complied with.  

Any nonconforming use or building lawfully existing on such a lot on _________, 1999,  may be continued upon the lot or in the building so occupied, but nothing in this chapter shall validate or authorize any nonconforming use or structure which exists in violation of a previous zoning ordinance, unless such use or structure is specifically permitted and authorized by this chapter. 


Owners of lots that were made Pre-Existing Nonconforming lots because of set back requirements (area and width) required by Ordinance 99-__  may obtain a building permit without the necessity for obtaining a variance providing that:

a) the existing structure lies in the residential zone

b) the structure contains only residential uses

c) the contemplated construction consists only of an addition or renovation to as existing residential structure 

d) the constructed addition or renovation is only vertical in nature and will be situated on top of existing walls of the structure

e) the constructed addition or renovation will not change the number of dwelling units in the existing structure, i.e., convert a one family to a two-family.    

f) the new construction is otherwise consistent with all other aspects of the zoning ordinance.  

In all other respects, Chapter XXI entitled “Zoning” shall remain in full force and effect. 

Repealer:  All Ordinances and parts thereof conflicting herewith be, and the same hereby are, repealed.

Severability:  If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged, and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be valid and effective. 

Effective Date:  This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage and publication as required by law.
