ORDINANCE NO. 13-4
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER X, Section 10-3.2 ENTTITLED "PARKING PROHIBITED AT ALL TIMES ON CERTAIN STREETS" OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT,  2002
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Carlstadt, County of Bergen and State of New Jersey, that Chapter X, entitled "PARKING PROHIBITED AT ALL TIMES ON CERTAIN STREETS," Section 10-3.2 be and hereby is amended and supplemented with the following:
Schedule 1 of Section 10-3.2 is hereby amended to allow parking on the east side of Garden Street beginning 25 feet south of the intersection of Carlyle Court and Garden Street continuing to a point 385 feet south thereof, all day Saturday and Sunday and between the hours of 5:00 P.M. to 9:00  A.M. Monday to Friday.

Savings Clause. All other provisions of Chapter X shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.
Repeal of Prior or Inconsistent Ordinances. All ordinances, including specifically Ordinance No. 10-3.2, or parts thereof consistent herewith are hereby repealed as to such inconsistency only.
Severability. If any section, clause, sentence or other part of this Ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstance shall for any reason be adjudged by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder of this Ordinance.
Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage and publication as required by law.
