AN ORDINANCE CREATING AND ESTABLISHING THE POSITION OF LIAISON TO THE BOROUGH ATTORNEY IN AND FOR THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Carlstadt that Chapter II of the Revised Ordinances of 1975 entitled "Administration" is hereby amended and supplemented to add the following:

2-XX.1

CREATION OF OFFICE. There is hereby created in and for the Borough of Carlstadt the position of Liaison to the Borough Attorney.

2-XX.2

QUALIFICATIONS. The Liaison to the Borough Attorney shall be an attorney at law of the State of New Jersey, but need not be a resident of the borough.

2-XX.3

APPOINTMENT. The Mayor shall nominate and, with the advise and consent of council, appoint the Liaison to the Borough Attorney, including the filling of a vacancy in the office, which shall be for the unexpired term only.

2-XX.4

TERM. The term of office of the Liaison to the Borough Attorney shall be for one year, commencing on January 1 and terminating on December 31 of the same year and until a successor shall have been appointed and qualified.

2-XX.5

COMPENSATION. The Liaison to the Borough Attorney shall receive as salary such sums as may be fixed and adopted by the Mayor and Council in the annual salary ordinance of the Borough.

2-XX.6

DUTIES. The duties of the Liaison to the Borough Attorney shall be to provide professional legal assistance, within the parameters established by the New Jersey Code of Professional Ethics, in all matters which fall within the responsibility and control of the duly appointed Borough Attorney and to perform such tasks as directed by, and under the sole supervision of, the Borough Attorney in the exercise of the powers and duties granted to him by general law or ordinances of the borough.

2-XX.7
LIMITATION OF DUTIES. Nothing in this subchapter shall derogate from or authorize the Liaison to the Borough Attorney to exercise the powers and duties of the duly appointed Borough Attorney, or any other appointed official of the borough.

2-XX.8
SEVERABILITY. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance

EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication pursuant to law.
