  AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE

NO.88-9 WHICH AMENDED ORDINANCE NO.

86-17 WHICH ESTABLISHED A RECYCLING

PROGRAM WITHIN THE BOROUGH OF

CARLSTADT BY AMENDING SECTION 8

ENTITLED "VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES."

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Carlstadt that Ordinance No.88-9 which Amended Ordinance No.86-17 which established a recycling program within the Borough and which in particular provided in Section 8 for Violations and Penalties, is hereby amended as follows:

1.
Section 8 of said Ordinance shall now read as follows:

Any person, firm or corporation violating the provisions of this Ordinance and the rules and regulations issued pursuant thereto shall be given one warning of such violation within a calendar year, whereupon a summons shall be issued for any offense after the first offense and subject the violator the penalties at the discretion of the Judge of the Municipal Court as follows:

a.
 For the first summons issued on the second offense the amount of twenty-five ($25) dollars.

b.
 For the second summons issued on the third offense the amount of fifty ($50) dollars.

c.
 For the third and any subsequent summonses issued on the fourth or subsequent offenses the amount of one hundred ($100) dollars, excepting that a person violating Section 7 of this Ordinance shall be liable to a maximum fine of $500 or imprisonment in the County Jail for a period not to exceed ten (10) days or both.

2.
In all other respects, Ordinance 86-17, as amended by Ordinance No.88-9, shall remain in full force and effect, except as previously amended by Ordinance 94-5 which amended Sections Two and Three and Ordinance 94-19 which amended Sections Three and Four.

3.
Severability.   If any section, clause, sentence or other part of this ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstance shall for any reason be adjudged by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such Judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder of this ordinance.

4.
Repeal of Prior or Inconsistent Ordinances.   All other ordinances or parts thereof inconsistent herewith are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

5.
Effective Date.   This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage and publication pursuant to law.
