AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER IV ENTITLED

“SCHEDULE OF FEES,” SECTION 4-13 ENTITLED “OFF-DUTY EMPLOYMENT” OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT, 2002

               NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Carlstadt that Chapter IV, entitled “Schedule of Fees,” in particular, Section 4-13 entitled "Off-Duty Employment" of the revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Carlstadt, 2002, be and hereby is amended as follows: 

Sub-section 4-13.4 Rates of Compensation; Administrative Fee; Payment for Services, shall be amended as follows: 

(a)

Subsection a.2. shall be amended by increasing the rate for police vehicle and fuel from $100 per day or part thereof to $200 per eight (8) hour shift or part thereof and shall hereafter read as follows: 

2. Fee for police vehicle and fuel per eight (8) hour shift or part thereof:  $200. 

(b)

Subsection a. 3. shall be amended by increasing the fee for administrative costs, overhead and out-of-pocket expenses of the Borough of Carlstadt from $12 per hour to $20 per hour and hereafter shall read as follows: 

3. Additional fee of $20 per hour is hereby established to cover administrative       costs, overhead and out-of-pocket expenses of the Borough of Carlstadt. 

The remainder of Section 4-13.4 shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect. 

Repealer.    That all Ordinances and parts thereof conflicting herewith be and the same hereby are repealed.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage and publication as required by law.
