NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Carlstadt that SCHEDULE X "STOP INTERSECTIONS" OF CHAPTER X, "TRAFFIC," of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Carlstadt, 2002, be and hereby shall be amended and supplemented with the following:
Schedule X of Section 10-4.2 entitled "STOP INTERSECTIONS DESIGNATED" be and
hereby is amended and supplemented by adding the following location to Schedule X:
SCHEDULE X 
STOP INTERSECTIONS
In accordance with the provisions of Subsection 10-4.2, the following described intersections are hereby designated as stop intersections:
A. Stop Intersections:
Washington Street and-Fritsch Avenue
Stop sign shall be installed on Washington Street 

At the intersection of Fritsch Avenue
Savings Clause. All other provisions of Chapter X, Section 10-4.2 and Schedule X, shall remain in full force and effect.
Repeal of Prior or Inconsistent Ordinance. All ordinances or parts thereof inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed as to such inconsistency only.

Severability. If any section, clause, sentence or other part of this Ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstance shall be any reason be adjudged by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder of this Ordinance.
Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage and publication as required by law.
