 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1CAPITAL ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE THE INSTALLATION OF LIGHTING AT LITTLE LEAGUE FIELD AND THE MAKING OF VARIOUS ACQUISITIONS IN, BY AND FOR THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT, IN THE COUNTY OF BERGEN, NEW JERSEY AND TO APPROPRIATE AN AGGREGATE SUM OF $788,300 TO PAY THE COST THEREOF CONSISTING OF A $48,300 COUNTY GRANT AND A $740,000 UNEXPENDED BOND ORDINANCE BALANCE BEING TRANSFERRED AND REAPPROPRIATED.



WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of Carlstadt, in the County of Bergen, New Jersey has been notified that it will receive a $48,300 grant from the County of Bergen Open Space, Recreation, Farmland and Historic Preservation Trust Fund (the "County Open Space Program") for the installation of lighting at Little League Field; and 



WHEREAS, the total cost of such improvement is estimated to be $96,600; and 


WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of Carlstadt intends to authorize the acquisition of $691,700 of vehicles and equipment for the use of the Department of Public Works ("DPW") and the Police Department; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of Carlstadt now determines to finance the $788,300 aggregate costs of the aforesaid improvement and acquisitions from the $48,300 grant and from a $740,000 funded appropriation balance constituting unexpended bond proceeds of the Borough's 2011 General Improvement Bonds, which is not necessary for the purposes for which such bonds were issued, NOW, THEREFORE,



BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Carlstadt, in the County of Bergen, New Jersey (the "Borough"), as follows:



Section 1. The Borough is hereby authorized to make the following public improvement and acquisitions in, by and for the Borough, including all work, materials and appurtenances necessary and suitable therefor:

(A) DPW
Acquisition of automotive vehicles, including original apparatus and equipment, consisting of (i) mason dump trucks with plows and (ii) a dump truck.

(B)
Buildings and Grounds
Installation of lighting at Little League Field.

(C)
Police Department
Acquisition of new additional or replacement equipment and machinery, new communication and signal systems equipment and new information technology equipment consisting of (i) work station computers, (ii) portable radios, (iii) tasers, (iv) defibrillators, (v) a live scan fingerprint machine, (vi) weapons, (vii) a computer server and (viii) in-car video system equipment.

The aggregate sum of $788,300 is hereby appropriated from (A) a $48,300 grant from the County Open Space Program received or to be received by the Borough and hereby appropriated to the payment of the cost of the installation of the lighting at Little League Field and (B) a $740,000 funded appropriation balance transferred and reappropriated in accordance with Section 2 hereof to the payment of the cost of the improvement and acquisitions authorized in this Section 1.



Section 2.  It is hereby determined, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:2-39, that the funded appropriation balance constituting unexpended bond proceeds in the following ordinance is no longer needed for the purposes for which the bonds were issued and that it is in the best interest of the Borough to transfer and reappropriate such funded appropriation for capital purposes in accordance with Section 1 hereof:

Section 3.  Said improvement and acquisitions are lawful capital improvements and acquisitions of the Borough having a period of usefulness of at least five years.  Said improvement and acquisitions shall be made and undertaken as general improvements and no part of the cost thereof shall be assessed against property specially benefited.  

Section 4.  The capital budget is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith and the resolutions promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended capital budget and capital program as approved by the Director, Division of Local Government Services, is on file with the Borough Clerk and is available for public inspection.



Section 5.  This ordinance shall take effect at the time and in the manner provided by law.
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
