AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE 76-8,


SECTION 8(d) TO INCREASE FINES FOR FALSE

                                 ALARMS FROM FIRE AND BURGLAR ALARM

                                 SYSTEMS.


 BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT that Ordinance Number 76-8, Section 8 “General Regulations” paragraph (d) is hereby amended to read as follows:


In the case of a false alarm from any fire and/or burglar alarm system,


any person having knowledge thereof shall immediately notify the 


Police Department in a manner to be prescribed by rules and regulations.


In addition, in the case of such false alarms, the Chief of Police shall cause 


an investigation to be made and a record to be kept of said false alarms


on file.  For such false alarms, the Mayor and Council prescribes the


following penalties:

1. For the first and second false alarms in any given calendar year


of warning shall be issued.

2. For the third to fifth false alarm in any given calendar year, a


fine of $50.00 shall be assessed for each such false alarm to be paid to


the Borough of Carlstadt.

3. For the sixth to tenth false alarm in any given calendar year, a 


fine of $100.00 shall be assessed for each such false alarm to be paid to


the Borough of Carlstadt.

4. For the eleventh to twentieth false alarm in any given calendar


year, a fine of $250.00 shall be assessed for each such false alarm to be


paid to the Borough of Carlstadt.

5. For the twenty-first and over false alarms in any given calendar


year, a fine of $500.00 shall be assessed for each such false alarm to be


paid to the Borough of Carlstadt.


Where the investigation of the Police Department discloses the continued

abuse of the privilege of connection to the alarm console and a disregard of the permittee

for taking remedial steps to avoid false alarms, the Mayor and Council shall reserve the

right to require disconnection of the alarm console for a limited or permanent time provided

no such permit shall be revoked or suspended without giving the permittee an opportunity

to show cause before the Mayor and Council as to why such action should not be taken.


In all other respects Ordinance 78-6, Section 8 shall remain in full force 

and effect.


This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication pursuant to

law.
