             Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Code, on any day 

             the Carlstadt public schools are in session, persons wishing to load and  

             unload children at said schools shall be permitted to do so on Sixth Street for 

             Lincoln School, Broad Street for Washington School and Washington        

                         Street for Lindberg School for a period of time fifteen minutes prior and fifteen

                         minutes subsequent  to the start or close for any school session. Said persons may 

                         not stand or park their vehicles during such times for periods of more than three

                         (3) minutes.

                          All ordinances or parts thereof inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby  

                          repealed to the extent of said inconsistency.

            SECTION III:

                          This ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication according to  

                           law.
