            AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND SUPPLEMENT ORDINANCE NO. 79-19,       

            KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT, AS 

            HERETOFORE AMENDED SO AS TO AMEND THE DEFINITIONS OF THE 

            TERMS “BUILDING HEIGHT” AND “STORY” TO INSERT A DEFINITION FOR 

            TERM “IMPERVIOUS SURFACE”; TO AMEND THE SCHEDULE LIMITING 

            HEIGHT OF BUILDINGS AND TO REGULATE CURB CUTS. 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Carlstadt as follows:

1. Section 19-3.5 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Borough of Carlstadt is hereby amended to read as follows:

19-3.5 Building, Height of. The vertical distance measured from the average elevation of the proposed finished grade at the center of the lot to the highest point of the roof.

2. Section 19-3.19 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Borough of Carlstadt is hereby 

amended to read as follows:

                    19-3.19 Story. That portion of a building included between the surface of any floor     
        and the surface of the floor above it; or, if there is no floor above it, then the space 

                    between the surface of any floor and the ceiling next above it. The “first story” of 

                    any building shall be where more than seventy-five percent (75%) of the footprint of 

                    the building is above the average level of the adjoining ground for at least fifty 

                    percent (50%) of its perimeter.

3. The Carlstadt Zoning Ordinance is hereby supplemented by adding thereto a new 

                    section 19-3.31 as follows: 

                    19-3.31 Impervious Surface. Any material or combination of materials that prevent the                     full or partial absorption of water into the ground.

4. Section 19-5, the Schedule Limiting Height and Bulk of Buildings attached to the 

                    Zoning Ordinance of the Borough of Carlstadt is hereby amended as follows:

Except as specifically amended, the existing Schedule Limiting Height and Bulk of Buildings remains in force and effect.

5. Section 19-13, Enforcement and Penalties. The Carlstadt Zoning Ordinance is

amended to read as follows: 

19-13, Enforcement and Penalties.

(a) This chapter shall be enforced by the Construction Code Official and by all 

other enforcing agencies of the Borough of Carlstadt including, without 

                            limitation, the Carlstadt Police Department, the Carlstadt Zoning Officer, and 

                            and the Carlstadt Health Department.

(b) Each enforcement officer is empowered to cause any building, structure, plans 

or premises to be inspected and examined and to order in writing the remedying 

of any condition found to exist therein or thereat in violation of any provision of these regulations;

(c) The owner or agent of a building or premises where a violation of any provision 

of these regulations shall have been committed or shall exist, or the owner, agent, architect, builder, contractor, lessee, tenant or any other person who shall commit, take part or assist in any such violation of this chapter shall exist, shall be subject to the penalty provided in Section 6-8 of the revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Carlstadt, 1975.

6. This ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication according to law.
