AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO.98-5 WHICH AMENDED ORDINANCE NO.76-8, SECTION 8(d) ENTITLED "GENERAL REGULATIONS" REGARDING FALSE ALARMS TO PROVIDE FOR THE ISSUANCE OF A SUMMONS FOR VIOLATION OF THIS SECTION.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Carlstadt that Ordinance No.95-5 which Amended Ordinance No.76-8  Section 8 entitled “GENERAL REGULATIONS” paragraph (d) is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

In the case of a false alarm from any fire and/or burglar alarm system, any person having knowledge thereof shall immediately notify the Police Department in a manner to be prescribed by rules and regulations. In addition, in the case of such false alarms, the Chief of Police shall cause an investigation to be made and a record to be kept of said false alarms on file. For such false alarms, the Mayor and Council prescribe the following penalties:

When it is determined by the Police Department that three (3) false alarms have occurred in any given calendar year, a warning shall be issued by the Police Department to the owner, user or maintainer of the alarm system, notifying him/her that in the event of a fourth (4th) false alarm in the same calendar year, a summons will be issued citing a violation under this section (1975 §8(d); Ord. No.76-8, as amended by Ord. No.98-5).

8.___   Penalties
a.
Any person found guilty after trial in the Municipal Court for violation of a false alarm after the third (3rd) occurrence in the same calendar year shall be fined the sum of $50.00 for each such conviction;

b.
For the sixth (6th) to tenth (10th) occurrences in the same calendar year the fine shall be $100 for each such conviction;

c.
For the eleventh (11th) to twentieth (20th) occurrence In the same calendar year the fine shall be $250.00 for each such conviction

d.
For the twenty-first (21st) occurrence and any subsequent occurrence thereafter in the same calendar year the fine shall be $500.00 for each such conviction with a mandatory court appearance required.

In all other respects, Ordinance 76-8, Section 8, as amended by Ordinance No.98-5, shall remain in full force and effect.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication pursuant to law.
