AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO.99-7 WHICH AMENDED ORDINANCE NO.98-19 ENTITLED "THE ROAD OPENING ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT"

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Carlstadt that

Ordinance No.99-7 which Amended Ordinance No.98-19 entitled “THE ROAD OPENING ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT" is hereby amended as follows:

1.
Section 11-1.5 Permit and inspection fees shall be amended to read as follows:

11-1.5
Inspection Fees

In addition to the deposit or bond as provided in Section 4 hereof, each applicant shall pay inspection fees as follows:

A.
Subsection A is hereby deleted in its entirety.

B.
Subsection B is amended to read as follows:

The Permittee will be charged an additional Seventy-five ($75) Dollars per inspection by the Borough Engineer. Re-inspections necessitated by quality deficiencies will require and additional charge of Fifty ($50) Dollars per inspection.

C.
For inspections conducted outside the regular weekday, working hours (8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.) the Permittee will be charged One Hundred ($100.00) Dollars per hour or part thereof.

D.
Permittee shall reimburse the Borough of Carlstadt for the cost of any additional inspections and reviews by the Borough Engineer due to poor field conditions. Such reimbursement shall be based upon the Borough Engineer's hourly billing rates which are filed with the Borough's Chief Financial Officer.

2.
Subsection C of Section 11-1.12 Public utilities is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

C.
In addition to compliance with either Section 11-1.l2A or B, public utility companies shall be charged an additional Seventy-five ($75) Dollars per permit for inspection by the Borough Engineer. Re-inspections necessitated by quality deficiencies will be charged at the rate of Fifty ($50) Dollars per inspection.

All public utilities may opt to deposit the minimum sum of Two Thousand ($2,000) Dollars annually with the Borough from which inspection fees will be drawn upon the filing of each permit until such sum is exhausted. Alternatively, or in the event any deposited funds become exhausted prior to year end, payment of inspection fees will be required upon the filing of the application for each permit.

In all other respects, Ordinance 98-19, as amended by Ordinance No.99-7, shall remain in full force and effect.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication pursuant to law.
