ORDINANCE NO. 99-4

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 80-5 AND AN ORDINANCE ENTITLED “REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT, 1975” ADOPTED JULY 21, 1975, AND MORE PARTICULARLY CHAPTER VIII THEREOF ENTITLED “ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE CONTROL.”


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT, AS FOLLOWS:


That Paragraph 8-5 of Chapter VIII entitled “Alcoholic Beverage Control” is supplemented to read as follows:


SECTION 8-5.4 CONSUMPTION: POSSESSION OF OPEN CONTAINERS.

A. No person shall drink or have in his possession any open container of alcoholic beverage in any public or quasi-public place, or while in or on a public street or thoroughfare, or while in a parked vehicle on any street or public thoroughfare in the Borough of Carlstadt.

B. Every person who drinks or has in his possession an open container of any alcoholic beverage in any public or quasi-public place or on a public street or thoroughfare in the Borough of Carlstadt shall, upon conviction thereof by the Magistrate of the Municipal Court of the Borough of Carlstadt, be subject to a fine in an amount not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500.00) for each offense or violation, and in default of payment thereof be imprisoned in the County Jail for a period not exceeding thirty (30) days in the discretion of the Court.

This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its approval as required by law.
