A REGULAR SCHEDULED CAUCUS/FINANCE MEETING of the Mayor and Council of the 

Borough of Carlstadt was held in the Council Chambers of the Borough Hall, 500 Madison Street, 

Carlstadt, New Jersey on Wednesday, March 6, 2024 at 7:02 P.M. 

 

Mayor Robert Zimmermann asked Claire Foy, Borough Clerk to call the roll: Mayor Robert 

Zimmermann, Council members David Stoltz, James Lenoy, Joseph Emerson, Suzanne Fonseca and 

Diane DeBiase were present.  Councilman William Roseman was absent. 

 

Joseph Crifasi, Borough Administrator and Joseph Donahue, Borough Attorney were also present. 

 

Mayor Zimmermann led all present in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. 

 

Mayor Zimmermann – This meeting has been called pursuant to the Open Public Meetings Law and 

in accordance with Section 5 of the Open Public Meetings Act, adequate notice of this meeting 

having been provided in the annual notice schedule which contained the time, date and location of the 

meeting, copies of which were sent and advertised in the following official newspapers of Carlstadt: 

The Record on January 10, 2024 and the Herald News on January  10, 2024 a copy of which is on the 

Bulletin Board in the Borough Hall and a copy on file in the office of the Borough Clerk. 

 

Mayor Zimmermann entertained a motion to suspend the regular order of business so we can 

complete our Police promotions.  On motion by Emerson, seconded by Lenoy, unanimous on call of 

roll of those present. 

 

Mayor Zimmermann thanked everyone for coming out on this rainy night to celebrate this occasion. 

Mayor Zimmermann thanked the men and women of our Police Department who every day look out 

for our safety and take care of us 7 days a week, 24 hours a day and 365 days a year. For that the 

community is so appreciative and we appreciate all you do. 

 

Mayor Zimmermann read the resolution for the promotions. 

 

RESOLUTION NO. 2024-69 

  WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have conducted the promotional procedures to the 

positions of Lieutenant and Sergeant in the Department of Police for the vacancies created due to 

retirement according to the Borough Ordinance: and 

 

  WHEREAS, these promotions shall take effect on Marchi 14, 2024, and 

 

  WHEREAS, the salary increases for these promotional positions will not begin until 

September 14, 2024 and moving forward. 

 

  NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of 

Carlstadt that Mayor Robert J. Zimmermann hereby appoints Scott Jordan to the position of 

Lieutenant and Felix D’Amico to the position of Sergeant with the consent of the Borough Council. 
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Mayor Zimmermann entertained a motion to approve these promotions. On motion by Emerson, 

seconded by Lenoy, unanimous on call of roll of those present. 

 

Mayor Zimmermann mentioned that Felix D’Amico was appointed in 2005 as a Carlstadt Police 

Officer. He currently splits his time in the Patrol Division and the Detective Bureau. 

In addition to Patrol Division and the Detective Bureau, Felix is an Instructor for the Active Shooter 

Unit. Over the years he had several assignments including the Bergen County Regional SWAT Tean, 

Traffic Unit and the Firearms Unit as an Instructor. Felix is also currently the PBA President serving 

a total of 13 years in that position. 

Felix’s wife, Gina, will be pinning his Sergeant’s badge on him and his 3 sons Angelo, Anthony and 

Dominick will be holding the Bible. 

 

Mayor Zimmermann mentioned that Scott Jordan has been with the Carlstadt Police Department for 

26 years. Scott is currently a Supervisor in the Patrol Division. Over the years he was on the 

Emergency Services Unit, Bike Unit, and was a Crime Prevention Officer. He also served as the PBA 

Delegate for 7 years. The Jordan family has a long history in the Borough of Carlstadt since the early 

1900’s. 

Scott’s son, Jared, will be pinning his Lieutenant’s badge on him and his wife, Francine, will hold the 

Bible. Unfortunately, Scott’s other son, Kyle, is away at college in his junior year at the University of

RESOLUTION NO. 2024-71 

CARLSTADT CIVIL RIGHTS RESOLUTION 
 

A RESOLUTION TO AFFIRM THE BOROUGH OF CARLSTADT’S CIVIL RIGHTS 

POLICY WITH RESPECT TO ALL OFFICIALS, APPOINTEES, EMPLOYEES, 

PROSPECTIVE EMPLOYEES, VOLUNTEERS, INDEPENDENT CONTRACTORS, AND 

MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC THAT COME INTO CONTACT WITH MUNICIPAL 

EMPLOYEES, OFFICIALS AND VOLUNTEERS  

 
WHEREAS, it is the policy of the Borough of Carlstadt to treat the public, employees, prospective 

employees, appointees, volunteers and contractors in a manner consistent with all applicable civil rights laws 

and regulations including, but not limited to the Federal Civil Rights Act of 1964 as subsequently amended, 

the New Jersey Law against Discrimination, the Americans with Disabilities Act and the Conscientious 

Employee Protection Act, and 

 

WHEREAS, the governing body of the Borough of Carlstadt has determined that certain procedures 

need to be established to accomplish this policy 

 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ADOPTED by the Borough of Carlstadt that: 

 

Section 1:  No official, employee, appointee or volunteer of the Borough of Carlstadt by whatever 

title known, or any entity that is in any way a part of the Borough of Carlstadt shall engage, either 

directly or indirectly in any act including the failure to act that constitutes discrimination, 
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harassment or a violation of any person’s constitutional rights while such official, employee, 

appointee volunteer, or entity is engaged in or acting on behalf of the Borough of Carlstadt’s 

business or using the facilities or property of the Borough of Carlstadt.  

 

Section 2:  The prohibitions and requirements of this resolution shall extend to any person or entity, 

including but not limited to any volunteer organization or inter-local organization, whether 

structured as a governmental entity or a private entity, that receives authorization or support in any 

way from the Borough of Carlstadt to provide services that otherwise could be performed by the 

Borough of Carlstadt.   

 

Section 3: Discrimination, harassment and civil rights shall be defined for purposes of this 

resolution using the latest definitions contained in the applicable Federal and State laws concerning 

discrimination, harassment and civil rights.   

 

Section 4: The Mayor and Council shall establish written procedures for any person to report 

alleged discrimination, harassment and violations of civil rights prohibited by this resolution.  Such 

procedures shall include alternate ways to report a complaint so that the person making the 

complaint need not communicate with the alleged violator in the event the alleged violator would be 

the normal contact for such complaints. 

 

Section 5: No person shall retaliate against any person who reports any alleged discrimination, 

harassment or violation of civil rights, provided however, that any person who reports alleged 

violations in bad faith shall be subject to appropriate discipline. 

 

Section 6: The Mayor and Council shall establish written procedures that require all officials, 

employees, appointees and volunteers of the Borough of Carlstadt as well as all other entities 

subject to this resolution to periodically complete training concerning their duties, responsibilities 

and rights pursuant to this resolution.    

 

Section 7: The Mayor and Council shall establish a system to monitor compliance and shall report 

at least annually to the governing body the results of the monitoring.   

 

Section 8: At least annually, the Mayor and Council shall cause a summary of this resolution and the 

procedures established pursuant to this resolution to be communicated within the Borough of 

Carlstadt.  This communication shall include a statement from the governing body expressing its 

unequivocal commitment to enforce this resolution.  This summary shall also be posted on the 

Borough of Carlstadt’s web site.   

 

Section 9: This resolution shall take effect immediately. 

 

Section 10: A copy of this resolution shall be published in the official newspaper of the Borough of 

Carlstadt in order for the public to be made aware of this policy and the Borough of Carlstadt’s 

commitment to the implementation and enforcement of this policy.
